For Parents – Student Homework Assignment Sheet

After students have passed both the sight word assessment and phonics assessment in the Reader, the students move to the next Reader.  The completed Reader is sent home and becomes the Homework Reader.  Below you will find a letter to parents and a sample Homework Assignment Sheet.  These Homework Sheets will be available on the internet at www.cindycupp.com under the Forms link, and may be downloaded.  This allows the teacher to make changes to the Homework Sheet.
	Dear Parents,

Your child will be learning to read using Dr. Cupp Readers & Journal Writers.  You may learn more about this program by visiting www.cindycupp.com.   

How much time should my child spend each night on reading homework?

Your child should practice reading for at least 15 minutes, four nights a week.  The assignments are listed on the back of this page.  In order to provide flexibility, you may vary the day of the week your child completes the assignment.   

Should I read aloud to my child from other books?  

Absolutely!  

Will I be able to help my child with his or her reading homework?

Yes.  Each Friday the teacher will send home a Homework Assignment Sheet.  Follow the plan on this sheet and return it to school the following Friday.  Your child will complete a Dr. Cupp Readers & Journal Writers booklet at school and then this Reader Booklet will become the Homework Reader.  By continuing to practice reading in the booklet, your child will become a more fluent reader.  Some children will remain in the same Reader Booklet for more than one week.

How are the Dr. Cupp Readers & Journal Writers organized?

Each Reader Booklet consists of 16 pages divided into the following four sections:

Section A – Pages 1-3 – Fluency and Comprehension
This section provides reading practice for your child.  Practicing in reading is like practicing piano.  If you want to be a good piano player, you must practice and practice.  The same goes for reading.  Students should read and reread pages 1-3.  

Section B – Pages 4-5 and possibly page 6 – Hop’n Pop Sight Words
This section provides practice in the basic sight words.  There are approximately 220 basic sight words, and these words make up 60%-70% of everything we read.    Hop’n Pop is the little popcorn popper that helps your child practice these words.  It is helpful to have a timer to use in this section.  

Section C – Pages 6-7 – Ten Minute Phonics
We will not use these pages for homework.  Your child will receive instruction in the Ten Minute Phonics program at school.

Section D – Pages 8-16 – Journal Writing, Focus Words and Assessment

The weekly Focus Words are found on pages 8 and 10.  Call these words out to your child, and ask him or her to orally spell the words and make a sentence using the words.  Listen to your child read the stories and sentences they have written on pages 8-16.  Encourage your child to write letters to relatives, notes to you, etc.
