	Phonics

Activity#1- Whole Group
Objective: TLW sing and make the hand signs for AlphaMotion Cards A-Z and mixed up A, T, C, M.and B.

Materials: Big AlphaMotion Cards A-Z, The Word House Book CD Tracks 3,4,6.

The teacher will play Track 6 of CD. One student will be selected to point to the AlphaMotion Cards on the wall as the students say Track 6.

Activity#2- Whole Group

Objective: TLW be able to name the upper case M, lower case m, and the sound for letter M.

Students practice making M sound /m/.

Objective: TLW say the letters A, a, T, t, B, b, C, c R, r, M, m and rime at.

Materials: Ten Minute Phonics Toolbox Card Deck #1, Letter cards for A, T, B, C, R, M, Deck #2p Rime-at.

Phonics Readiness Chart 4.

Teacher says, “I am going to take the letters A, T, B, R, M, and C, and the rime  -at and mix them up. If you think you can name the letters, raise your hands and I will let you say the letter mixed up.”

The Teacher then mixes up the Toolbox cards for A, T, B, R, C, M, and the rime at. Students take turns naming the letters and saying the rime at. Students practice blending the words cat, rat, bat mat.

Phonics readiness Chart 4 may be used to practice consonant sounds and the Short a rime. The teacher will follow the directions on Chart 4. See pages 157-158 in Readiness Manual.
Fluency- Sight Words

Whole Group

Objective: TLW will be introduced to two new words: jump, he.

TLW practice reading the sight words.

Materials: Hop’n Pop Cheer Cards
For the words Jack, Jilly, can, play, you, me, see, come, go, and, jump, he

The teacher selects students to come to the Word Wall. The Teacher uses a pointer and skips around the Word Wall pointing to each sight word. The selected students read the sight words. 

English Grammar

Whole Group

Objective: TLW sing the song called Pop-It-To Me and play the new game Pop-It-To Me.

Materials: Chart paper with Pop-It- To Me song written on it (See Readiness Lesson 4, p. 25).

All students sing Pop-It-To-Me song and make the hand signs. After singing the song, a selected student draws a card form the container.  Teacher will read what is on the card. Students will day the sounds for letters A, T, B, R, C, M if the Letter card is drawn. If the Sound card is drawn, the students will say the sounds for A, T, B, R, C, M. If a Word card is drawn, the students will say the twelve sight words. If a Wiggle and Jiggle card is drawn, the students stand up and wiggle and jiggle. All index cards are put back into container and the game starts again.

Listening/Speaking

Objective: TLW listen to teacher read a book and assist in writing a summary sentence for the book.

TLW assist the teacher in writing a sentence telling about the beginning, middle, and ending of the book.

TLW illustrate with beginning, middle, or ending of the book.

Materials: Teacher selected book, paper for students, chart paper, marker.

Teacher reads book and students discuss story and write a summary sentence as a class on chart paper. 

Students discuss the beginning, middle, and ending of the book.

Students pick their favorite part of the book they would like to illustrate.

Activity#1- Whole Group

Deck 2- rime-at

The teacher uses the cards to demonstrate the sound blending of the words bat, rat, mat, and cat.

Spelling Readiness

Objective: TLW be shown pictures beginning with the T, B, C, R, M, and A sound. TLW “spell” the first letter of the word by saying T, B, C, R, M, or A.

Materials: Index cards with pictures of words beginning with the letter T, B, C, R, M, or Short A.

Game: Spell IT

Students are seated on floor in a circle. The teacher shows the first card to the students and selects one students to answer this question:

 “Listen to the sound you hear at the beginning of the word ____.”

The teacher emphasizes the beginning sound.

“This picture of a ______ begins with either a T, B, C, R, M, or A sound. What sound do you hear at the beginning of the word?”

If child has difficulty, the teacher will tell the student the correct letter. The student will repeat it back to the teacher. Each child in-group will get a turn.

Fluency- Sight Words

Whole Class

Objective: TLW practice reading the sight words.

Materials: Sights word Cards for first twelve sight words.

Game- Word Match

The teacher gives out the 12 picture cards and the 12 Word card from the Hop’n Pop Card deck .One at a time, the students holding the picture cards stand up, and the students with the matching word cards stand up, the students with the word cards go stand beside their picture card match. Student will do cheer for the words.

Listening/Speaking
TLW listen to teacher read a book and illustrate favorite part of the story.

TLW line up with picture to retell the story in the same order as the author.

Materials: Teacher selected book, paper for students, 
After the students discuss the story, each student selects the part of the story they would like to illustrate. Teacher will then assist student in lining up the in timeline of the story.

Game: Spell IT

Students are seated on floor in a circle. The teacher shows the first card to the students and selects one students to answer this question:

 “Listen to the sound you hear at the beginning of the word ____.”

The teacher emphasizes the beginning sound.

“This picture of a ______ begins with either a T, B, C, R, M, or A sound. What sound do you hear at the beginning of the word?”

If child has difficulty, the teacher will tell the student the correct letter. The student will repeat it back to the teacher. Each child in-group will get a turn.

Fluency- Sight Words

Whole Class

Objective: TLW practice reading the sight words.

Materials: Sights word Cards for first twelve sight words.

Game- Word Match

The teacher gives out the 12 picture cards and the 12 Word card from the Hop’n Pop Card deck .One at a time, the students holding the picture cards stand up, and the students with the matching word cards stand up, the students with the word cards go stand beside their picture card match. Student will do cheer for the words.

Listening/Speaking
TLW listen to teacher read a book and illustrate favorite part of the story.

TLW line up with picture to retell the story in the same order as the author.

Materials: Teacher selected book, paper for students, 
After the students discuss the story, each student selects the part of the story they would like to illustrate. Teacher will then assist student in lining up the in timeline of the story.

Activity#1- Whole Group

After reviewing the twelve sight words, the teacher will individually assess students to determine how many of the words the students can read. The teacher will use appendix B, Sight Word Assessment to record the number of words the students can read.
