	Section A- Fluency and Comprehension-

Procedure:

Go over sight words good, keep, will, and not by doing the sight word cheer. Directions are included in the plastic bag with the cheer cards.

The teacher will then mix up the words and the students will take turns saying the four words.

Before students begin reading pages 1-3

Jack and Jilly are visiting the beach in stories on pages 1-3. Before reading this Reader, ask the students to talk about their experiences at the beach. If a student has never seen a wave or does not know what a wave is, then discussion needs to take place before the student reads the story on page 2.

Write Like The English Book

The teacher will write the following sentences on the board or chart paper:

jilly can play

jilly can jump

jilly can go

The teacher will tell the students that there are six mistakes in the sentences. Students will take turns volunteering and correcting the errors. The teacher models how to read sentences with different punctuation marks.

The teacher then randomly calls on students to read the sentences on page 1.

Section B- -Hop’n Pop Sight Words-

Hop'n Pop Baseball
Procedures:

1.  Students are seated as usual in their small group.  One empty student chair is added to the group.  (If possible, put a flat chair cushion in the empty seat.  This cushion represents a baseball plate.)  This empty chair is called the batter's box.  We are going to play baseball.

 

2.  The teacher has a chart, dry erase board, or blank sheet of paper to record the points earned.

 

3.  The students will be on one team and the Tiger is the other team.  Students try to beat the Tiger in Hop'n Pop Baseball.

Rules of the Game
1.  Each student takes turns sitting in the empty chair (the batter's box.)  When the student is in the chair, he or she says the Hop'n Pop words found on pages 4 and 5 in each Reader.  If the student catches Hop'n Pop, he/she scores a homerun for his/her team.  A homerun is worth 5 points.  If the student does not catch Hop'n Pop but improves on his or her time, he or she earns 1 point.  If the student does not catch Hop'n Pop but improves on the number of errors he or she makes, the student earns 1 point for their team.  Any students who do their very best earn 1 point for their team.  

 

2.  If any student does not follow when his or her teammates say their Hop'n Pop words, or if any student breaks a class rule, then the Tiger automatically gets a homerun and earns five points.  Class rules should include: Telling answers, making fun of others, and talking out of turn.
If there are a few students in the group who always seem to “Catch Hop’n Pop” with very little practice, raise your expectations. When working with these students, ask them to begin on page 4 and if the timer has not sounded, keep on going to page 5 until the timer does sound. To calculate their scores, add the words said from page 4 and 5 together. Stop students if they make more than four errors. This game is called Double Hop’n Pop.

Section C-Ten Minute Phonics

P. 6-

Hold up Alpha Motion card for the letter J. The letter J makes the sound you might hear when someone jumps rope.  The teacher holds up the a card and the j card. Children will practice blending the a and j.  The teacher takes the a card in one hand and the j card in the other hand. As the students sing the a and j sounds, the teacher moves the cards together. The children will “sing it” twice and then “talk it.”
The teacher puts a copy of Reader 1 p. 6 on a clipboard.  Call on students one at a time and have them say the sounds and rimes as quickly as possible. Set the timer. If a student beats the timer, draw a smiley face in the box at the top of his or her page.

Students’ scores are recorded on the bottom right corner of the Lesson Plan sheet.
