Before students begin reading pages 1-3

Students turn to page 12 in     this Reader. Students should cover up the text on this page and discuss what is happening in the picture. Students will predict what they think the story will be about. After reading the story, students will compare their predictions with the story.

Page 1- The teacher will introduce the new sight words by having the students attempt to sound out the words using initial and final consonants. The teacher will assist the students in being detectives and using the consonant sounds for clues.  After the teacher has sounded out the words for the students, students will practice saying the new words in the box.  Students take turns quickly saying the words from left to right and then right to left.

For fluency practice, the students will select a favorite story in a Thinkerbox Book and practice reading the story. At a designated time during the day, students become the “teacher” and read their selected stories aloud to the class. During this time, the students can wear a nametag that says Teacher. To make a nametag, cut a piece of poster board about 15” long and 6” wide. Write Teacher on the poster board. Take pieces of yarn and secure the yarn to the poster. Students wear this nametag around their necks.

Usually, students are recognized when they catch Hop’n Pop. Try this variation: All students attempt to catch Hop’n’ Pop on the first round.

The scores are recorded. Students are told a prize will be given to the student who can improve the most. Award a special prize to the student who increases his or her score the most. A prize might be leading the line, a smiley face drawn or his or her paper, etc.

Ten Minute Phonics

P. 6-

Hold up Alpha Motion cards. Students practice making the sounds for each letter and do the motion for each letter.

The teacher holds up the AlphaMotion card for Short i and repeats The Word House Story for Short i found on page 17 in The Word House Book.  The teacher says “Short i tried to go in his door, but the door handle was sticky. He rubbed his fingers together and said /i/.”

The teacher writes the word bag on the board and then erases the a in bag and writes in the letter i. Using onset and rime, the students practice sounding out the word big. 

The teacher will then play the Race Car Game. Students should be able to sound out any word from the Short a Card Deck 3 and the Short i Card Deck 7.

**Important Note**

 If students can easily sound out words using Short i, skip this lesson and go to Lesson 18.

P. 6-Assessment-Do not use a timer. Continue to sound out words using onset and rime until students complete Lesson 23. During small group time, the teacher randomly selects three words with Short i and three words with Short a and then mixes up these six words. The students take turns sounding out the words. As each student takes a turn, the teacher selects six different words. 
P. 7- Review and practice. 

Students should practice sounding out words with either the Toolbox Card Decks or words on page 7.

The teacher may want to play the Race Car Game.

Phonemic Awareness

For variety, the teacher will show students a word that has a Short a sound. The student will then pretend a Short i has replaced the a.  For example: The student is shown the word bat. The student will say /b/  /at/ bat. Students will then switch the vowel sound and say /b/ /it/ bit.
