Hold up Alpha Motion cards. Students practice making the sounds for each letter and do the motion for each letter.

Lesson 20 is a review for Short Vowels a, i, and u. The teacher will mix up Card Decks 3, 7, and 11 and the students will take turns sounding out words. Students must continue to sound out words using onset and rime. 
**Important Note**

Phonemic Awareness-If students can easily sound out  words with either Short a or Short i, move on to Ten Minute Phonics Lesson 21. 
If students have trouble blending with the Short i, then also include words with auditory blending. The teacher will select any Short i word from Deck 7 and sound the word out for the students. The Students will say the word.

Some advanced students may go from Ten Minute Phonics Lesson 16 to Lesson 23 in one day.   If students can sound blend with Short a and they know all the Short Vowel sounds, then it is just a matter of vowel substitutions in Lessons 16-23. Always assess students in the New Skill before moving to the next Ten Minute Phonics Lesson.

P. 6-For variety, the teacher will show students a card with a Short a word. The student will sound out the word with the Short a and then the student will pretend the Short a has been removed and a Short u or Short i has replaced the a.
 P. 7- Review and practice. 

Students should practice sounding out words with either the Toolbox Card Decks or words on page 7.

In order to move to Lesson 21, students should be able to sound out any three letter word with Short Vowel a, i, or u in the middle. The teacher should continue to require students to use onset and rime.
The teacher may want to play the Race Car Game.
