VERY IMPORTANT MESSAGE-

Teacher’s Note- Do not move students to Lesson 24 until students can easily sound out words using all five short vowel sounds.  Some students may need to practice sounding out words with short vowel sounds for many weeks. Other students may only need one day and they will be ready to move to Lesson 24. If students confuse the Short e and the Short I sounds, ask the students if they eat “iggs” or “eggs”  for breakfast. This “hook” often helps students remember the difference between the Short e and the Short i.

Hold up the Alpha Motion Card for Short E. The teacher repeats The Word House Story  for Short E.  “When you knock on the door for Short E, he does not hear you because the door is too thick. So you knock, knock, knock and Short E thinks her hears you knocking but he is not sure. Short E puts his hand to his ear and he says /e/.”
The teacher may want to play the Race Car Game using words from Deck 3, Deck 7, Deck 11, Deck 15 and Deck 19. The teacher may also select just Card Deck 23 The students should be able to sound out any word from these decks.

Phonemic Awareness- For variety, the teacher will show students a Card Deck with a Short a word. The student will sound out the word with the Short a, and the student will pretend the Short a has been removed and a Short o has replaced the a.  For example: The student is shown the word hat. The student will say /h/  /at/  hat. Students will then switch the vowel sound and say /h/ /ot/   hot.
