P. 6-The teacher introduces R-Controlled vowels to the students by telling them The Word House Story for R-Controlled Vowels found on pages 22 and 23. “Notice the little line on the consonant letter R. This little line is a band-aid that R needed to put on because he was always falling over. Notice how R has so much weight at the top. Well, R was tied of falling over so he asked the vowels to help him stand up. They said they would help. When vowel A stood next to R to help, something funny happened. The R no longer sounded like the /r/ and the A no longer sounded like /a/. They made a new sound together. They made the sound /ar/ as in the word car. When O helped, they sounded like /or/ in the word for.  R was not the smartest of the consonants. He was getting confused with all the changing in his vowel friends, so the vowels I, U,  and E got together and decided they would help R by making the same sound. So ir, us and er all make the same sound of /er/,/ir/, and /ur/ that you hear in the word her.” 
P 7- Students should practice sounding out words with either the Tool Box Card Decks or page 6 and 7.

The teacher may also write ar, or, er, ir, and ur on five index cards ask students to individually name them.
