 Chapters 4-6 in this Reader follow the old saying “don’t judge a book by its cover.” Plan for students to have extended time to discuss how we sometimes judge people before we know them.

Readers 51-60 provide the teacher and students with many opportunities to discuss character traits, the difference between right and wrong and how we treat others. Advancing in preceding Readers depended on the student’s time when saying Hop’n Pop words. Beginning with Reader 51, many teachers have felt the text of the stories warranted extended time for work on comprehension activities.

Section C-Ten Minute Phonics

Materials: Reader #51 p. 6-7, Manual p.203, Toolbox Decks 23, 27, 31, 35, and 36, and The Word House Book pages 24 and 25.

Objective: TLW sound out Open Syllable words.
Procedure: The teacher will repeat the same Word House Story from Lesson 50. The story is found on pages 24 and 25 of The Word House Book.

The teacher then uses the red attic room (red box on the top of page 24) in The Word House Book to demonstrate how fi ,tri, sta, and bro were not blocked and fell off the roof. When they fell, they went a long way down. They changed their vowel sounds to the Long Vowel sounds. 

The teacher will write the word hotel on the board. This word looks like the o and the e are both blocked, but in bigger or multi-syllable words, students must first see the words in parts instead of the whole word. This word is divided into ho tel.  The o in hotel makes the long sound because the vowel is not blocked. It goes a long way. The e in hotel makes the short sound because it is blocked by the l. The e  only goes a short way. The word hotel could also be divided hot el; however, it would not make sense if divided hot el.

Students will read words on pages 6 and 7.
