Procedure: Using The Word House Book pages 18 and 19, the teacher will show students the Long Vowel room and say, “The Long Vowel doorway is the easy way to enter the Word House because there is no door. You just walk right inside, and you can see a LONG way. The vowels are just sitting there, and they wave at you and say their letter names. If you call out their vowel name, they echo the name back to you.  The letter A says /A/. I says /I/. O says /O/.  E says /E/. What you see is what you say. In Long Vowels, the letter name and the letter sound are the same.” (See p. 114.)
