The teacher will mix up Decks 23 and 27 and have the students count the vowels in the words. If there is one vowel in the word, the vowel will have the Short Vowel sound. If there are two vowels in the word, the vowel will have the Long Vowel sound.

Game- Just Say It

The teacher will show the student a word. The student will try to put the sounds together in his or her head and just say the word to the teacher.   If the student can look at the word and “Just Say It,” the student earns two points. If the student needs to sound out the   word, then the student earns one point.

If a student does not know how to sound out the words, the teacher will ask these questions:

1) What is the first thing you do when you see a word you don’t know?
Answer- Count the vowels.

2) What should you do it there are two vowels in the word?
Answer- If there are two vowels in the word, the first vowel will say its letter name of Long sound. (What you see is what you say.) The other vowel is silent.
