	Section A- Fluency and Comprehension-

1/3 of the group time

Objectives: *TLW read sight words Jack, Jilly, can, play.

TLW recognize question marks, periods, and exclamation points.

TLW recognize commas.

TLW read sentences with fluency.

TLW sound out the word bat.

Procedure:

Go over sight words: Jack, Jilly, can, and play by doing the sight word cheer. Directions are included in the plastic bag with the cheer cards.

The teacher will then mix up the words and the students will take turns saying the four words.

The teacher then randomly calls on students to read the sentences on 
page 1.

(The teacher will want this to be a first read for the students.)  All students are shown how to put their fingers under the words as the sentences are being read. **All students must follow as the designated student reads. **

After a student reads, model fluency by reading the sentence back to the student if necessary. 

The designated student will read the sentence again and then the group will read the sentence together.

Section B- -Hop’n Pop Sight Words-

1/3 of the group time

Materials: timer, Reader #1 p. 4

Objective: TLW read sight words with speed and accuracy.

Procedure:  Explain to the children that they are trying to score points for their teams like baseball players. Every time someone beats Hop’n Pop, his or her team gets a point. Explain that if they were on a baseball team and someone struck out, they would tell their teammate “good try,” and they should behave this way towards their Hop’n Pop teammates as well. If someone does not beat Hop’n Pop today, they will have another try tomorrow. If anyone makes fun of someone else, he or she will not get a chance to play. Have everyone turn to page 4 in their readers and follow along as the designated person reads. 

If a student beats Hop’n Pop too easily, lower the time they need to beat Hop’n Pop for the rest of the week.

Record student scores on the bottom left corner of the Lesson Plan sheet.

Hop'n Pop Hints

Stop students if they start to yell their Hop'n Pop words.  Encourage students to smoothly move from one word to the next when they say Hop'n Pop.

P. 6-

Hold up Alpha Motion card N. Show uppercase N and lowercase n. This is the sound you hear when you spin a nickel.

Hold up the Tool Box card for the letters a and n.  Sing the sound for short /a/ until it bumps into the /n/. Make sure your mouth is in the right position for the /a/ sound.  Sing it twice and then talk it. Do it together.

The teacher then takes the a card in one hand and the n card in the other and moves the cards together. The students say an.

The teacher puts a copy of Reader 1 p. 6 on a clipboard.  Call on students one at a time and have them say the sounds and rimes as quickly as possible. Set the timer. If a student beats the timer, draw a smiley face in the box at the top of his or her page.

Students’ scores are recorded on the bottom right corner of the Lesson Plan sheet.

SUPER IDEA****When students start Story 1 in Dr. Cupp Readers®, they are presented with a “reading box.” The reading box is a plain VHS tape container.  A poem (see below) and a silver key ring are placed inside the reading box.  After introducing the first four sight words (Jack, Jilly, can, play), the words are written on index cards and placed on the child’s silver ring.  The reading box goes home every Monday – Thursday night for additional practice. As a student passes Hop’n Pop and moves on to a new story, four new words are added to the ring.  By the time a student reaches Story 30, he or she will have 115 words on the ring. The reading boxes are color coded by the students’ small (reading) group.  
Some boxes have purple labels (average/on-grade level readers), some have yellow labels (slower readers), and some have orange labels (higher readers).

 “I use the boxes during reading instruction at least one time each week.  By Story 6, students have enough words on the ring to begin making simple sentences.  We use the cards for many different activities.   The reading box is a wonderful assessment tool as well.  At the end of each nine-week period, I assess each student on all cards on his or her ring.  This makes report cards very easy.”

Pass the bag around the small group. The child selects a card and reads the word. If the word is read correctly, the child may keep the card and the bag is passed to the next child. If a BANG! card is drawn, the child must put all of his or her cards back into the bag. At the end of the game, the child with the most cards wins the game!

Finally, on the third day, students use the words from their word family to make up sentences. Teachers have seen a great deal of progress in the students’ abilities to create and write sentences of their own using this method.
