VERY IMPORTANT MESSAGE-

Teacher’s Note- Students are no longer required to sound out words using onset and rime. Some students will still continue to use onset and rime.

Procedure: See p. 217-218
of Dr. Cupp Readers and Journal Writers Manual, Part 1. (All phonics lessons are scripted.)

In this lesson, students will  learn to sound out words using Long vowel sounds. Using The Word House Book  pages 18 and 19, the teacher will show students the Long Vowel room and say, “The Long Vowel doorway is the easy way to enter the Word House because there is no door. You just walk right inside, and you can see a LONG way. The vowels are  just sitting there, and they wave at  you and say their letter names. If you call out their vowel name, they echo the name back to you. The letter a says /a, i says /i/, o says /o/, u says/u/, and  e says /e/. What you see is what you say. In Long Vowels, the letter name and the letter sound are the same.”
“When you see a word you do not know, the first thing you do is count the vowels in the word. If the word only has one vowel, it will probably make the Short Vowel Sound. If the word has two vowels, the first vowel will say its letter name or Long Vowel sound. (What you see is what you say.) The second vowel will not say anything. It does not matter if the vowels are together or if the vowels are separate.”

The teacher will demonstrate this rule using Card Decks 23 and 27. (See page 217 of Manual.)
