When le ends a big word, we will pretend le is a thief and takes the letter that comes before it. For example in apple, the le takes the p, and the ple goes together.”

  On page 6 students will practice reading words with le.

P 7- Students should practice sounding out words with either the Tool Box Card Decks or pages 6 and 7.

Encourage students to use their right thumbs to cover up the second syllable in the word as they sound out the first syllable.
