	Pre-Assessment

Materials: Dr. Cupp Readers & Journal Writers Part 2 TE p. 77, Dr. Cupp Reader #31 p. 4-6.

**In order to begin reading instruction in Part 2, Readers 31-60, students must pass a phonics assessments and a sight word assessment.

If students pass only the Ten Minute Phonics Assessment, then begin work in Part 2 Reader 31 for Phonics only. (See Part 1 Teacher’s Manual page 70 for details.)

If students pass only the Sight Word Assessment, then begin work in Part 2, Reader 31 for sight words only. (See Part 1 Teacher’s Manual p. 33 for details.)

Try this game for sight words:

BANG!:

Write the sight words on cards and place them in a bag. Write the word “BANG!” on several cards and place those in the bag also. Pass the bag around the small group. The child selects a card and reads the word. If the word is read correctly, the child may keep the card and the bag is passed to the next child. If a BANG! card is drawn, the child must put all of his or her cards back into the bag. At the end of the game, the child with the most cards wins the game!  
The students will play the game Beat the Tiger for p. 2 and answer comprehension questions at the bottom of page.

Game Idea: Ice the Competition

Objective:  This game will help students with recognizing sight words or phonics skills. 

Materials:  Ice cube tray and items small enough to put in the tray.  For example M&M’s, candy corn, Skittles, etc.  

How many players:  6-8 players

How to play:
1.   Divide the group into two teams.

2.   Explain to the students that one side of the tray is Team One’s side and the other side is Team Two’s side.

3.   Hold up sight word cards or phonics cards and if a student responds correctly, drop an item in their team’s side of the tray. 

4.   Whichever team fills their side of the tray first wins!
