	Section A- Fluency and Comprehension-

Before students begin reading pages 1-3

Readers 41-60 are divided into four  chapter books. These chapter books give students their first opportunity to read a book on their own and develop emotional attachments to the characters. Before beginning this Reader, the teacher should read the entire chapter book The Little Rabbits Help. This chapter book is presented in ThinkerBox Book 8 or in Readers 41-44. The text in both ThinkerBox Book 8 and Readers 41-44 is word-for-word the same. The format on the page and font are different.
Procedure: Introduction of New Sight Words, old, cold, hold, pull, full, and live. The New Sight Words are not easily sounded out. The teacher writes the words old, cold and hold on the board or chart paper. Students should notice that these three words have the letters old in common and they rhyme. Students should also notice that pull and full rhyme. 

P. 1 Fluency Practice- the teacher should continue to model oral fluency and expression. Students will take turns reading and rereading the sentences on page 1. A tape recorder will provide extra incentive for students to continue to practice. Reading, like piano playing, improves with practice. To provide variety, the teacher may read a sentence and then call on a student to read the next sentence.
