Before students begin reading pages 1-3

 Page 3 in each reader provides the teacher with possible discussion questions for the students. Page 166 of the Manual contains an Oral Language Lesson for students. The teacher will decide if any or all of these questions are appropriate for each group.   

This reader begins with the chapter book The Tiger Who Lost His Stripes. The teacher should read this entire book in advance along with the next book, I Am Green Snake-Opheodrys Vernalis. These books interact with each other. Students will not be aware of this, but it will be helpful for the teacher to know what is happening between the characters.

Students will connect with the character of Little Tiger. The teacher will enjoy listening to the students discuss how Little Tiger is handling his problems. The teacher might also enjoy a little play on words with the last sentence on page 3, “Little Tiger must have lost stripe three when your nurse was out.” (In Baseball-strike three and you’re out.)

Procedure: Introduction of New Sight Words clean, please, sleep, time, tiger, and stripes. The New Sight Words can be independently sounded out. The word stripes might cause some problems because of the /str/ at the beginning of the word.  The teacher should provide time for students to independently sound the words out first, and then practice for automaticity. Students will read page 1.
