	Section A- Fluency and Comprehension-

Before students begin reading pages 1-3

This Reader introduces students to an On My Own Story. Students will read pages 1 and 2 during small group time. Students will then independently read and answer the questions on page 3. Students should be totally on their own when they try this activity. As students work independently, the teacher should observe. If students become frustrated, the teacher should invite them back to the reading table and provide the needed assistance. Success in reading depends on the ability to read, but students must develop skills that will allow them to work on their own.

Write Like The English Book

The teacher will write the following sentences on the board or chart paper:

jack can bat

jilly can play

jilly and jack can go

 Teacher will tell the students that there are seven mistakes in the sentences. Students will take turns volunteering and correcting the errors. The teacher models how to read sentences with different punctuations.

The teacher then randomly calls on students to read the sentences on page 1.

Keep small index cards handy, and once the student has finished his or her turn saying Hop’n Pop, ask the student to call out the words he or she needs to practice. The teacher will write the words on index cards, and the students will take the cards home.

Section C-Ten Minute Phonics

Materials: Reader #13 p. 6-7, Alpha Motion Cards V and X, Ten Minute Tool Box Cards: Deck 1 – v and x, Deck 2- av, and Dr. Cupp Readers and Journal Writers Manual Part 1, p. 151-153.

Objective:

TLW recognize sounds and rimes.

Procedure: See p. 151-153 of Dr. Cupp Readers and Journal Writers Manual, Part 1. (All phonics lessons are scripted.)

P. 6-

Hold up Alpha Motion card for the letter V. This is the sound you might hear when someone is playing the violin. The students practice saying the /v/ sound. Students pretend they are playing a violin. The teacher then presents the X card and tells the students the x makes the sound of weights moving up and down in an exercise machine. Students move their hands up and down like they are lifting weights on an exercise machine.

The teacher holds up the a card and the v card. The students practice blending with the a and the v. Repeat using the a and the x.

The teacher puts a copy of Reader 13 p. 6 on a clipboard.  Call on students one at a time and have them say the sounds and rimes as quickly as possible. Set the timer. If a student beats the timer, draw a smiley face in the box at the top of his or her page.

Students’ scores are recorded on the bottom right corner of the Lesson Plan sheet.

P. 7- Practice Sound Blending Words

Objective: TLW blend words using onset and rime.

Procedure:

This page is NOT timed.

What’s New in Lesson 13

· Auditory preparation for the Short i sound. Within a short period of time, students will begin sound blending with Short i.
· To prepare students for blending with Short i, play this auditory game. The teacher will turn to page 6 in Reader 16 and call out any word that has a Short i sound. The teacher says the word using onset and rime, and the students take turns putting the word together.

For example: The teacher might say /b/  /it/. The students would say bit. The students do not see the word bit. The students only listen to the teacher. This auditory preparation will make Ten Minutes Phonics Lesson 16 much easier for students.  In Ten Minute Phonics Lesson 14, students are introduced to words with Short i in the middle.
