NOTE:  Asterisks(*) on each chart indicate core schools where the entire grade level is using Dr. Cupp Readers® and Journal Writers and small group instruction.  Those schools without asterisks are schools only reporting certain classes.  Also, numbers less than 1 in book level, that indicates the students are still in readiness on average (.14=R1, .29=R2, .43=R3, .57=R4, .71=R5 and .86=R6).

For the month of April, data on 7,347 students was reported as of this report’s publication.  

On average, kindergarten students were one third of the way through Book 19 (having mastered 64 sight words)

On average, first grade students were halfway through Book 44 (having mastered 159 sight words).

NEW TIPS FOR THE LAST MONTH OF REPORTING:

· If necessary, shift your report due dates to meet the early bird deadline in May.  This will help you not rush at year’s end AND be able to receive more, valuable data more quickly.  We want to make sure we have not only an April figure but an END OF YEAR figure for your school.

· Please make an effort to finish out strong by getting your reports in at the end of the school year for May.  Most of you have indicated that you will be finishing in late May but please remember to include a contact email or phone number for someone who can answer questions about the data after the end of the school year.  Remind your teachers it only takes about 5-10 minutes to update and submit the reports.  It will be an invaluable piece in your overall evaluation of the progress of your students and a documentation of all the hard work and success throughout this year with Dr. Cupp Readers.  

· Please consider sharing pre and post test results on your students to confirm the great progress we’ve seen through the monthly update reports.  DRA, DIBELS, GKAP, BLT, Lexia and STAR plus any other standard assessments you are using are welcome.  You can simply cover the student names and copy your reports.  If you have these before the end of the school year or just after, we welcome them then.  Also, if you will not be receiving them until August, they would still be appreciated.
